There are several benefits for stu-
dents to do this while still using
the buddy-box system.

| have flown in excessively windy
conditions a few times over the
years. However, in each case,

Bottom line: fly a few times in
moderate wind conditions while you
are a student on a buddy-box sys-
tem because it will make you a bet-
ter overall pilot. Q
